Cautious Yellow Not Tentative in Grabbing Gail Grail

Saturday’s pool play games were played under sometimes cloudy, sometimes sunny skies, the former much preferred, as the heat and humidity
sapped everyone over the course of three two-hour games. Play was spirited but not contentious, as all were aware that the day’s outcome was only
going to assist with seeding, not eliminate anyone from Sunday’s single-elimination play.

In pool A, Yellow, captained by Mike Beatty, continued to show their dominance, as they ran off three successive victories to bring their season total
to 10-0. John Steele and Rich Mason’s Red, Terry and Kim Nimmer’s Purple, and Nathan Hall’s White all took turns beating up on each other, each
garnering a 1-2 record for a 3-way tie for second. Point differentials worked out so that the entire pool’s original seeding was maintained: Yellow,
Red, Purple, and White.

In pool B, Chris Hinkle’s Black overcame its second seed (and everyone else) to rack up a 3-0 record. Kevin Griffith’s Orange doubled their total
season victories with a 2-0 record, while Bobby Veit and Tim Lupo’s Blue eked out a single victory, against Andy Kelly’s unlucky Green, the only O-
fer team of the day. Rankings at the end of the day: Black, Orange, Blue, Green.

Sunday’s single-elim (with consolation games for quarters losers) was largely cloudless, with the faintest hint of a breeze barely tempering 90-degree
heat. Most all teams were fully manned and prepared to do battle, albeit with many suffering sore muscles and minor injuries from Saturday’s pool
play.

Orange d. Purple (15-11). This game went the distance, as Orange avenged their regular season loss to Purple. Red d. Blue (13-11). This game also
went the distance, every point hard fought, with the cap going on well before the first-to-15 finale. Similarly, this was vengeance for a painful regular
season loss (17-9). Black d. White (15-12). White had a good deal to prove (who hadn’t heard Kevin Cale’s boasts!?) and they worked hard to wear
Black down, but the results of their obstinate stand only became apparent in Black’s subsequent games. Yellow d. Green (15-13). Green played its
best game of the season, trying to halt the Yellow juggernaut, but they could never get the lead, even after being tied as late as 11s.

Black d. Red (15-12). Red fell behind 0-3, just the margin they needed to have stayed in the game. This game was played within 5 minutes of its two-
hour time span, and Black’s victory was again hard won.

While Black played their semis game within minutes of the finals start time, Yellow had a comfortable 20 minutes of R&R. The finals, as with every
other game during the two-day tourney, was first to 15, to be played in a two-hour time frame. The game’s eventual outcome, Yellow over Black, 15-
7, points up the tough row Black hoed in both the quarters and semis, with some players becoming sidelined by injury, and others pushing through
fatigue and pain. Yellow, on the other hand, was fully revved up, with every player stepping onto the field to fill a role.

With the likes of Chris Hinkle, Brian Lang, Patrick Hard,
and Adam Silberstein, there were bound to be some
hucks in this game, and the big arms did not disappoint.
Yellow’s Lang was able to have more of his connect,
however, even while he pulled down his teammates’ big
shots. Outstanding by any measure was the 57-yard flat-
as-pancake hammer huck from Black’s P-Hard, brought
down effortlessly for a score by Steve Hall.

Still, with all the long throws, the mid-field game was most
important, and this was where the controlled play of
Yellow’s Troy Revell and Wes Hunt made the difference.
Yellow's women--the Peed sisters, Shelley Carroll, and
Jeannie Albrecht--were also dominant, throwing or
catching the score five times. Both teams stepped up

their defense in the second half, as Black tried to get themselves back in the game. Multiple blocks were made by Yellow’s Michael Santise, Lang,
and Black’s P-Hard.

Mike Beatty’s Yellow ran off the first-ever perfect Summer League season, winning every regular season game and every tourney game for a 13-0
record.

The biggest positive upset in pool play occurred
with SortaSal's impressive 3-1 performance in
the C pool.  Ranked only #4 in the pool, this
Salisbury University-based squad solidly and
athletically took it to the club-level squads
ranked above them.

Another, less surprising pool-play upset was
Blue Ridge Ultimate's strong 17-13 performance
against Triangle-based Kudzu.

The worst team upset was SugarBuzz's
strangely anemic performance on Saturday,
where they lost their #3 pool seed with an 0-4
performance.  Why such negativity is worth
reporting is because it makes the account of
their rebound play on Sunday that much more
impressive. SugarBuzz took its #18 Sunday
seed and parlayed it into a staggering #9 finish,
to become B-div champs.

On Sunday, Shiva Kali and Kudzu rested up
after pre-quarters victories and upset their
matchups in the A-div quarters.  Neither team
was able to use their victory to gain momentum
in the semis, as the higher seeds dominated.

The finals matchup featured Nationals Coed
runners-up Blue Ridge Ultimate and the Kudzu
2001 runners-up Bears, an offshoot of Tim
Brooks' Spear squad, combining Triangle
players from Ring, Griffins, Cranky, and
BackHoe, led by Ring's Alan Hoyle.

BRU pulled to start the game, but long-bomb
miscues from the Bears gave BRU the first
point.  After some better-played point trading,
with the score 2-1 for BRU, the Bears took their
pull, moved the disc back and forth behind the
huck line, then shot for and scored the game's
first two-pointer.

of the Bears, the score at 7-5, the Bears again
struck with a quick two-pointer, ending the half,
9-5.  In the first half's 12 points, there were 16
turnovers sprinkled throughout only 6 points, the
other 6 being played without error (or
defense).

At the start of the second half, with the Bears
pulling to BRU, a single turnover resulted in an
Augie to Tammy score for the Bears (10-5).
Five turnovers in the next point gave the Bears
another score as Augie connected with Mike
Kelly (11-5).  Despite 4 turnovers, BRU held
serve, sort of, as Chris Hinkle
(playing/practicing with BRU for upcoming
Worlds) connected with Kevin Kusy (6-11).  A
flawless Bears point had Dan Axon connect with

Liz Mahanna (12-6).  BRU followed with its own
perfect point, with Suzanne Bradley punching it
in (7-12).  Seven turnovers, many from intense
D (including a Kusy layout block over Augie),
gave the disc back to BRU as Nate Miller made
the scoring shot (8-12).

A minute and a half of controlled Bears play had
Frannie Goodrich delivering a soft high shot
which Jeff Faulkner pulled in over Hinkle (13-8).
Twelve minutes were needed for the next point
as both teams took time-outs during the 8-
turnover-riddled point, with the result that Kusy
finally got a successful shot to the lone Adam
Phillips (9-13).  BRU regained possession 3
times and scored on Hinkle's throw (10-13).  A
single miscue over the next two points gave the

Bears an Augie/Axon and Tim/Liz score (15-10).
BRU lost the disc early, then worked hard to get
it back, with Kusy pulling in Adam's throw (11-
15).  Axon to Steve Frame for the Bears (16-
11).  A miscue and recovery, then Ross
connecting with Neva Cherniavsky (12-16).
Tough D from BRU, but the Bears worked the
disc patiently, and it was a Linda Zier flick to
Mike Kelly for the game (17-12).

Twelve of the game's 27 points played were
done so flawlessly, while the other 15 points
were riddled with 35 TOs, of which a third were
directly due to defense.  There were only two 2-
pointers in the game, both shots from Augie (to
Linda and Frannie) in the first half.

2002 Loretta Cup Champs
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First Annual Coed S7 Tourney

On Sunday, January 20, the first Annual Coed
Savage Seven Benefit Tournament was held.
While rain poured continuously on Saturday,
postponing another Winter League game and
making TFDA's usual Winter League field sites
potential mudpits, there was every confidence
that the Garner site, Lake Benson, would be
able to drain sufficiently for Sunday's full day of
play.  And it did, splendidly, as sub-freezing
temperatures in the morning gave way to sunny
high 40-degree temperatures by mid-afternoon.

Twelve teams participated, each with only
seven players.  Because of the point values
given to players and the maximum of 26 points
per team, all teams were, in theory, within one
or two points of being the same strength.  This
made scheduling simple, as all teams were
randomly thrown into two six-team pools.

What's especially fun about watching a 7on7
tourney is being able to quickly size up the
talent, as each player on a team is going to be
on the field for every point.  To experience that
feeling second-hand, take a look at the rosters
for each of the 12 teams, which appear at the
end of this account.

There were five fields for the 12 teams, so there
were six rounds of pool play games, with two
teams per round having a bye.  Each round was
45 minutes long, with the time cap commencing
after 40 minutes, which provided just enough
time for all but three of the 30 games to have
winners reach 7 points.

Overall Frisbee Tournament

On Monday, January 21 (Martin Luther
King Jr. Holiday) and Overall Frisbee
Tournament was held at Valley Springs
Road Park in Durham.  It was an all day
competition in five individual disc events,
including disc golf, accuracy, maximum
time aloft, distance, and a new, never-
played-before and only-invented-yesterday
game called "clean catch".  The goal was
to have fun, expand the concept of disc
play beyond Ultimate, and to crown the
first ever World Champion in Clean Catch.
Players were only allowed to use Discraft
Ultrastars (what you use in Ultimate) or
Wham-o 80 or 82 molds (what the old
timers used for  Ultimate in the 80s) in
competition.

After an invigorating day of savage seven
Ultimate in Garner on Sunday, the overall
tournament scheduled for Monday was
shaping up to be the best ever.  Just a
nice opportunity to play a little disc and
work out the soreness from the day before.
Then the phone calls and excuses started.
"I'm sore."  "I can't walk."  "Oh, I forgot, I
DO have to work after all."  "I hear it might
rain."  In other words, pitiful.

On Monday at 10:00am, two intrepid
players and myself began the day's
events.  First golf.  We were all evenly
matched over the tight but fair front nine at
Valley Springs.  The less-than-ideal
conditions served as a constant reminder
that I should have stayed at home instead
of trekking through the woods playing disc
golf.  The conversation was lively and
peppered with jokes, but it was obvious
that under the happy facade, there was
serious golf being played.  In the end, I
took the golf title, after being tied with Ken
Hunt through 15 holes, when he found the
rough and subsequently double bogeyed

hole 16.  I went on to par the remaining
three holes as both Ken and Kristen
Cozza found trouble off the fairways.   In
the end, the scores were:
