Carmen Lipoma, of Atlanta, was struck in the head
and suffered internal and external burns, brain damage, and a
broken vertebra. She was taken to Southern Hills Hospital in
Nashville in critical condition. She was in a coma as a result
of brain swelling and neurological damage. As of April 29,
results from MRI tests indicated that her brain was function-
ing. By May 7, she had come out of the coma. With all
internal organs functioning normally, Carmen is physically on
the way to a complete recovery. The extent of permanent
neurological damage is still not known.
